ENDOWMENT FUNDS

As we noted previously, you should
have received a letter asking for your
financial support of the four Endow-
ment Funds that have been established
here at St. Louis. This once-a-year re-
quest is to strengthen the resources of
these funds for the good of our commu-
nity and its ministry in the days ahead.

An endowment fund allows the parish
to support special programs, deal with
specific issues, and fund certain pro-
jects that are not part of the ordinary
operating budget. The funds will pro-
duce interest from their principal and it
is this interest that may be used. The
principal will be a stable amount that
will endure years into the future.

Our four funds are: The Life-Long
Faith Formation Fund, which will ad-
dress needs of continuing faith growth
and education for people of all ages;
The Upper Room Fund that allows us a
reserve fund for special maintenance
needs for our various buildings on the
campus; The J. Bagale Social Outreach
Fund, which assists people in need and
ministries that serve the poor and
homeless; and the General Endowment
Fund, which provides for future contin-
gencies and emergencies of the parish.

These funds are managed profession-
ally for us and have the supervision of
parishioners who serve on the Endow-
ment Committee, as well as the Fi-
nance Council of the parish.

SAINT’S PLACE CHILD CARE CENTER

When Saint’s Place opened a child care in September, 2005, little did we
know the wonderful success it would enjoy. Located at 30 Hart St, in a
rented space of the Rochester City School District’s Family Learning Center,
Saint’s Place Child Care provides care for 19 young children (ages 18
months — 5 years) and gives their parents the opportunity to attend English
language and work skill classes in the same building. We have served chil-
dren from Somalia, the Ukraine, Burundi, Mauritania, Cuba, Liberia, Guinea,
and the Congo. Their language skills and social skills develop in a loving and
caring atmosphere that only Saint’s Place could provide. We sent five chil-
dren on to Kindergarten well prepared to enter the American school system —
one of our children was awarded a twelve year scholarship to Harley school
last year!

We are fortunate to have two of the most dedicated and caring teachers, Jina
Rakoski and Cara Fisher, who work tirelessly to provide a high quality pro-
gram to our refugees. They have also developed a curriculum for our refugee
parents, Parents As A Resource (PAAR), that meets monthly with parents to
discuss and educate them in nutrition, health, and good parenting skills.
Ronald McDonald Charities issued Saint’s Place a grant to install a Literacy
Loft (the children call it the ‘Reading Castle’), a quiet place where reading
and language development is the focus. One or two parents are invited to the
Center once a week to read to their child under the guidance of Miss Fisher.
This gives one-on-one quality time to parent/child and offering the refugee
adult elementary practice in the English language as well.

The demand for our program has been so great that we will be expanding our
hours this year to include the summer months of July and August, and we are
soliciting the New York State Licensing Bureau to allow us to accept up to 25
children next year.

You, our donors and supporters, have made this wonderful ministry a suc-
cess. I thank you for the good work you allow us to do and invite you to visit
the Center — it is an awesome experience!
